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Rob Fetherston’s Major Singles 
are top of  the title list  
IF Jack Kampel wins this year’s Double Bay 
Men’s Bowling Club’s Major Singles 
Championship, he will not be the first player in 
two consecutive years to win the event in the past 
decade.  

Last week’s Double Bay Watch website reported that  
Kampel, following his semi-final win over Brandon Conway, 
had put himself in line to become the first player to retain the 
club’s Major Singles Championship in the past 10 years. 

The report said that no player has won the title in two 
consecutive years since the merger between Double Bay and 
Rose Bay Bowling Clubs in 2000. 

However, a recheck of club records showed that Rob 
Fetherston not only holds the distinction of back-to-back Major 
Singles titles in the past 10 years, he won the event four consecutive times from 
1999 to 2002. 

Fetherston missed out on a run of eight Major Singles Championships when 
Monte Lewis was the winner in 1998 stopping Fetherston’s run of wins in 1995 
(against John Einfeld); 1996 (v Monte Lewis); 1997 (v Jack Jarman); 1999 again 
against Jack Jarman and in 2000 (before the Rose Bay merger) he scored over Ken 
Wallis, the former Hong Kong international representative. 

 In 2001, when ex-Rose Bay members were eligible to compete, Fetherston, who 
is the club’s long-standing groundsman, captured the title for the third consecutive 
time when he accounted for Rod Davies in the final.  

The following year Fetherston overcame the 
challenge in the 2002 championship round of Ray 
Jankelowitz, making it four Major Singles in a row.
