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DOUBLE Bay made its now customary disappointing start to the Zone 11 
pennant season last Saturday when only one of its five teams returned a 
winning result. 

For the past two years 
Double Bay has opened its 
pennant season with one win 
from five matches. 

Last year the Grade 3 side 
was the one successful team; in 
2008 when the Grades 1 to 3 
were combined with teams 
from Zone 13, the Zone 11 Grade 4 unit 
recorded the lone victory. 

There was a better start in 2007 when the 
club competed in six grades, with two wins 
and three losses and one team having a bye. 

Although the club is a slow starter in 
pennants, teams settle down to compatible 
combinations and make their presence felt in 
the dash for Zone pennant honours.  

Last year after the slow start, the Grade 1 
side with 35 points finished second to 
Kensington on 36½ . Teams in Grade 2 and 
3 both took third place. 

The Grade 4 failed to produce more than 
two wins, but avoided relegation by winning 
the playoff against Camperdown, while the 
Grade 5s completed its section in third spot  

Last Saturday’s lone victory came from 
the Grade 5 team, where the majority of the 
side is players who represented in Grade 4 
last season. 

The team came away from Concord with 
two rink wins and the aggregate shot score 
(65-57) for a 5-1 points win. 

The win was on the back of a solid 29-14 
win by the Jack Rosen led team of David 
Carroll, Eddie Fingret and Bernie Hirst. 
Alongside that was the 22-15 decision by 
Eric Wainstein’s unit of Ray Novis, Harry 
Jacobs and Terence Joffe, but the Len 
Sandler  skipped side of Danny Cohen, Peter 
Solomon and Alan Simmons went down 14-
28. 

The Grade 1 side’s loss at Alexandria 
Erskineville was not as bad as the 1½ - 4½  

(45-61 shot) score line suggests 
as the Jack Kampel rink with 
Gerald Weinberg, Doug King 
and Les Lilian drew 16-all, and 
the Ray Jankelowitz team (Rob 
Fetherston, Harry Black, and 
Matthew Fetherston) scored a 
19-18 win. The 10-27 loss by the 

Harold Jankelowitz, Peter Levy, Arnold 
Javen and Les Brem side was the crucial 
decider. 

There was only four shots dividing the 
Grade 2 team on home soil against local 
rivals, Bondi, finishing 1-5 (54-58). 

Double Bay won one rink (Julian 
Engelman, Alan Rosenberg, John Rosen and 
Bernie Garden) 18-16, but lost the other 
two, each by three shots. Pepe Glick, Ivor 
Cohen, John Wineberg and Sid Glick 
finished 19-22, while Phil Gordon Jnr, 
Barrie Brickman, Harry Stein, and Jonathan 
Chapman went down 17-20. 

Also at Double Bay the Grade 3 side lost 
1-5 (51-63). The winning 19-15 rink was 
skipped by Wayne Podger (Peter Gow, Paul 
Isenberg and Clive Wolff), as the Leon 
Portrate, Rob Hutchins, Daniel Hoenig and 
Mark Sack squad lost 14-27, and the Sam 
Brick combination  of Elliott Kaplan, Len 
Simon and Sam Abrahams slipped 18-21. 

The Grade 6 side found the going too 
tough at Western Suburbs Leagues missing 
out on all three rinks to the tune of 0-6 (49-
90 shots). 

Best performance came from Mark 
Reisin’s side of Brian Grill, Neville New 
and Michael Weinberg, who battled to finish 
only six shots (17-23) behind. The other two 
rinks, Maurice Boland, Vivian Diamond, 
Max Katz and H. Bloch; David Ossher, 
Gerry Cardash, Barry Isenberg and C. 
Williams were always in the wake of players 
a cut above the grading.

JACK Kampel  has put himself in line to become 
the first player to retain the club’s Major Singles 
Championship in the past 10 years. 

No player has won the title in two consecutive years since 
the merger between Double Bay and Rose Bay Bowling 
Clubs in 2000. 

Gerald Weinberg has come close to achieving the 
“double”. He won the event in 2004 from Doug King, who 
could be Kampel’s challenger for this year’s title, was runner-
up (to Peter Levy) in 2005 and won the event again (from 
James Cook) in 2006.

Kampel moved the one step closer to retaining his trophy 
when he defeated Brandon Conway 31-25 in the semi-final on 
Sunday. 

It was described as being a “cracker” of a match with the 
scores almost level for most of the  39-end match. It was only 
after 31 ends that Kampel asserted his superiority over 

Conway, who was obviously short 
of competitive match practice due to 
business commitments.  

After 14 ends Kampel led 9-8, on the 18th end Conway had the 
lead at 12-11. After the 24th end Conway held a two-shot margin at 
18-16,  when Kampel started his run towards the final by scoring a 
rare three shots to regain the advantage on 19-18. 

From the 32nd end to the 39th Kampel took the count on seven ends 
for a total of 10 shots to Conway’s two. 

Kampel now awaits the outcome of the other semi-final where 
Doug King will clash with the outsider of the tournament, John 
Wineberg. 

King registered a comfortable 31-25 quarter-
final over David Carroll on Sunday. 

Carroll received a third round forfeit 
decision from Sam Abrahams, who was unable 
to meet the “play or forfeit” deadline when he 
was indisposed due to a vertigo attack. 

 King, another whose time on the bowling green is restricted because 
of work responsibilities, was always in control of the match, although 
Carroll picked up triple counts on the 19th and 23rd of the 27-end match.
